The Chairman had made reports on the general affairs of HKAS:

AGM summary of general affairs: 

Upon changing of status to limited company the Board of Directors has decided to make more progress in both internal and external affairs: 

In internal affairs, for enhancing the communication among members and to provide a better service to the members, HKAS has issued 13 issues of e-Newsletters to members since October to the year end 2009.   Contents included HKAS activities, and world archives news.   In this way, the HKAS has demonstrated its liveliness, its desire for promoting the awareness of archives in the HK community. 

HKAS has been exploring new ways to promote the HKA Society and archives of Hong Kong. To support these efforts, members were asked to share images of archival materials from their collections for use in various events. 

We had also intensively been preparing for a subject talk in the Museum of History in early 2010.  Of which speakers of professional archival fields from Hong Kong and Macau were invited. 

The Board of Directors had also decided to promote the missions of HKAS by a membership drive to recruit more member especially institutional members. 

For external affairs, HKAS had enhance its connection with outside bodies, by taking part in the conference of the Macau Document and Information Society in Macau and had signed co-operation agreement with the MDIS in July 2009.   A speech on the introduction of the situation in the archives of Hong Kong was presented in the conference in Macau. 

A party of archivists from Canton Archives visited Hong Kong on 2009 12 15 and we had introduced the work of HKAS and had exchanged views and experience with the specialists. 

Two courses of preservation and archives were arranged with Chinese University and Baptist University. 

For the year ahead we plan to run archive management courses with BU and CU; high level talks would be conducted in the tertiary academic institutes.   HKAS would also join more international archive organizations. Membership drive would be continued to attain our goal and mission.

Other proposed activities:

The directors will decide if HKAS would invite a scholar from Sichuan to talk about preservation of materials related to the Sichuan earthquake in 2008.

It is agreed to try to arrange two archives-related tours – one to Macau (April), and one to Guangzhou (during the Fall, if not, then Singapore) in 2010.
Monthly newsletter could include information on archival supplies from within mainland China and overseas - a disclaimer will accompany such information.

Book titles and reviews related to archival practices are needed to be put in HKAS website.


Helen Swinnerton had reported the following developments: 

Business Records Group: 
Established in May 2009 as a sub-committee of the HKAS. Helen Swinnerton is Chair and Convenor of the BRG and the following are executive members - Matthew Edmondson (HSBC), Amelia Allsop (HK Heritage Project), Lindsay Esler (Deacons), Tommy Lau, Don Brech. 

The objectives and aims of the Group are: 
Ø   Enhance communication between individuals responsible for business record collections 
Ø   Promote the development of archives in Hong Kong through providing advice and assistance, e.g. in the development of collections. 
Ø   Raise awareness amongst the community of business record collections in Hong Kong. 

2009 activities/ 2010 goals: 
Ø    Develop a webpage on the BRG within the HKAS website 
Ø    Promote the BRG through local media 
- an article will be published in the Cathay Pacific Marco Polo Magazine in February 
  - the BRG will have a n interview with RTHK in February
